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Introduction

The following change notes detail the changes that have been made to Version 2 of the PKHD Subject Vocabulary to create the new Version 3.

These changes have been updated into the accompanying Excel Spreadsheet and A-Z word list of all vocabulary terms

These changes including new terms which have been added have been effected at the request of Local Authorities, and with the agreement of the PKHD’s Vocabulary Editorial Panel which met in October 2009 to consider the proposed changes.

Changes or additions which were proposed by Local Authorities, but which have not been implemented in Version 3 of the vocabulary are contained at the end of this document, together the rationale for non-inclusion in this Version.
